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FLUJO is a performative work, a ritual denunciation of income and
wealth inequality within our societies and throughout the world written in
the style of a Russian Orthodox liturgy.

FLUJO was originally created for its premiere in the sound art museum
Ex Teresa Arte Actual in Mexico City, housed in a former baroque church.
It is intended to be sung in a space with plenty of resonance, but it sounds
well in any indoor space.

Performance directions:

FLUJO is intended to be performed, not just sung. Its first performance
was held in a darkened space, whose floor was covered in pine needles.
The choir was wearing black and holding candles. The choir sung from
memory while the soloist was reading from a lectern. During the
MANIFESTO, the choir was static and in a conventional position.
During the LITANY, the choir walked in a slow procession around the
church, and then formed a circle with the audience in the middle and
closed in on the audience.

This is just a suggestion. Feel free to adapt this work in any way.

The MANIFESTO has a spoken part and a singing part. The choir
sings the introduction and a few sentences. Then, a soloist speaks while
the choir loops over one of the important words in the text.

The LITANY requires a soloist with a commanding, deep voice. If the
line is too low for the soloist, it can be sung one octave higher.
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MANIFESTO

‘We manifest these self-evident truths
in order to awaken the collective will.

The greatest threat to our society
is not poverty, but inequality.

In this world, 26 people have the same wealth
as half the human population.

The absurdity of inequality is such that, if
someone had worked from the birth of Christ

to the present day earning a million dollars a year
and spending nothing, they would have

only 1.2% of the wealth of the richest man in

the world.

Despite all the wealth this man absorbs, his company
does not pay taxes. His employees' income is below
the basic subsistence level.

A system that rewards wealth and punishes
poverty will concentrate extreme wealth
in the hands of very few.

The fortunes of billionaires are increasing by $2.5 billion
dollars a day. The world's richest 500 people increased
their wealth in 25% during 2019. Meanwhile, the poorest
half of the planet lost 11% of their wealth during 2018.

The same inequality prevails between countries in the
global north and the global south. For centuries, the
resources and labor of developing countries were channeled
into developing their colonizers.

The countries of the global south pay six times more in
foreign debt than they receive in economic assistance.

A 1% tax on the wealth of all billionaires would be enough
to educate all the children of the world.

The food we waste is enough to eradicate world hunger
four times over.

The solution is not growth, but redistribution.

The new sustainable development goals state that
growth will end poverty.

However, of all the income generated by global
GDP growth in the past ten years, the poorest
60% of the world received only 5%.

It is not possible to end poverty within this system.
Even growing at an extraordinary rate, the poorest
10% of the population would rise above the poverty
line in 100 years.

To eradicate poverty under this system of growth,
the economy would have to be 175 times larger.

We would have to extract, produce and consume
175 times more goods and services on a planet that
is already in a state of climate emergency.

For the poor to earn $5 a day, the average global
income would have to be $1.3 million dollars a year.

Inequality has no solution within this system.
The system needs to be changed.

There is enough wealth in this world for everyone
to have a decent standard of living.
